New Business
Sam Chamberlain asked if any of the facilities had rules in place regarding Fitbits, Apple smart watches, and similar technologies in the plants.  Randy Dillman mentioned that INEOS has Life Saving Rules banning cell phones or other technologies that can be used like a stand-alone cell phone.  Others reported that if a device is not labeled intrinsically safe it is not allowed in the plant.  Matt Schaar mentioned that if a picture is needed in a unit Dow requires a camera be used, not a cell phone, and that a camera permit is required.

There has been no progress made on the 501c at this time.  This is a very intensive process and at this time Randy does not have time due to work responsibilities to manage this.  Galveston County recently completed their 501c with the help of a tax firm for a low cost.  Glenn will get the information to contact someone from that office to answer questions.

Randy requested a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Robert Smith motioned to adjourn and Doug Loy seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 12:05 p.m.
